M2M BUILD A PASTOR CAMPAIGN

The church renewal committee is highlighting the mission work of our church during the month of
August. We are pleased to update you on Mission Monterrey 2010. In June the Mission Monterrey Go Team'
aka M2M (for Marshalltown to Monterrey) 1 identified four ways we would support our partners in Christ in
Monterrey, even though we would not be traveling there this year.

First, we agreed to send $5,000 of Mission Monterrey assets to Pastor Guzman for use in supporting his
¢ h u s wdikét the 10 mission points he now serves. An anonymous donor matched that $5,000, bringing
the total cash donation to $10,000. This money was wired to the Guzmans in June 2010. We know that much
of this money will be committed to construction work on two very modest churchest one at a squatt
village named Valles Il and the other at Allianza Real. Previously, there were no churches or even community
buildings at either of these two mission points. Church services and Vacation Bible School areheld in the open
air with plastic sheeting for shade against the brutal sun or sloppy mud during rare rains. Temperatures in
these communities range as |l ow as the 306s and 4006s 1
say that our mission partners and those we serve in and around Monterrey will benefit enormously from this
shelter.

A second way we offered to support the ongoing work of the Vina del Rey church was to provide either
materials or money to support vacation bible school activities. Because shipping costs are significant, we
agreed to wire additional money in lieu of mailing actual craft items, for example. This supplemental $1000
from the Mission Monterrey account was wired to the Guzmans in June 2010 expressly to help finance VBS for
the 800-1000 kids they plan to serve this summer in fun, inspiring and encouraging bible 1/2 T day camps.

For all of you who have so generously provided finished gift bags, personal size toiletries and small
toys for the children, know that t he Vina del Rey church members are very grateful for your support. Parts of
the M2M Committee met several times in June and July to inventory what items we had on hand, to fill 100
gift bags, and to box up residual toiletry items into boxes. These we are in the process of shipping to a
contact in Laredo, Texas, who wil!/ make certain the (
provide these items in a fun way to children and f ami
shampoo and toothbrushes and toothpaste, etc.

Another way we are supporting VBS style mission work is by trying to assist our own church, FCC in
Marshalltown, in their efforts to promote VBS planned for the first week of August. Posters and fliers to the
broader community are being made and will be distributed to make our wider community aware of the fun
opportunity here. M2M members are also pitching in to help teach, supervise, feed, and assure craft kits are
available to our own bible school attendees.

Nowé. for some really fun news! I n August 2010 ou
benevolence. Pastor Guzman has graciously showed his good humor by allowing us to create a lifesize
cardboard facsimile of him!

Finally, M2M feels that there is no better way to help maintain relationships between vital partners than
to have them meet face to face. Someof t he finances that FCC fAGo Teamo
airfare and lodging in Monterrey have been saved to finance a return trip by Pastor Guzman and his wife Maria
to Marshalltown. It sounds as if the best time for them to visit will be sometime in later October 2010. We
are very excited to see Pastor Guzman and Maria again and know you will enjoy hearing and talking more with
them this fall.

To all of you, the M2M committee extends a heart -felt thanks for your abiding encouragement in
acting out the great commission in Mexico. We know that our gratefulness is but a portion of the enormous
gratitude felt by the Guzman family and the Vina del Rey church and all those that have been brought to the
Lord through our Mexi owalionptakndawrthe joysadd revardspfeallife in @hgist. iBe
looking on our FCC website for an update of the Guzman Ministries newsletter sometime soon!
