The past five years have
been a blessing for US, even as we have been thanked for the blessing we bring in encouragement,
resources, energy, enthusiasm and joy to our Monterrey friends and the children we serve.

Every year the FCC M2M AGo and Home Teamso ar
how best to help. Risks are always present in such poverty stricken areas. This year, we have
determinedt hat the security risks of actually sending
TeamoO members are prepared to meet; we are not s

This year, we feel like the Lord has shut the door on our physical travel to Monterrey and
opened another that compels us to redouble our support of this valuable work from Marshalltown.

The money we have collected thus far will be shared as follows: 1) $10,000 will be sent dir ectly to
Pastor Guzman; 2) some will be reserved to purchase and mail resources to Vina del Rey to facilitate
their teaching at mission points; 3) some will be reserved to serve as seed money to support future
