“Truly we can praise God as we enter his house of worship, because faith built this church, and hopes
and dreams are in her structures along with steel, concrete, wood, brick and mortar.”
(Inside cover inscription in First Congregational Church 1868 — 1968 centennial commemorative book.)

July 9, 1868, ten visionary Marshalltown citizens issued a call to “weigh the advisability of establishing
a new church” in Marshalltown. Representatives from Congregational Churches in nearby
communities met with these founding members that historic day and heard the case presented by our
charter members. After a day of deliberation, the council sanctioned the First Congregational Church
of Marshalltown, IA.

2008 marks the 140™ Anniversary of the founding of this body of Christ. It is a milestone worth
celebrating. Toward that end Miriam Bryant with many assistants has organized several special
observances during Heritage Month - November, 2008 — that will tickle us, teach us and help connect
us to our church family roots.
